The presentation is part of the historic commission’s mission to educate and
inform Marblehead citizens of its rich history and is the first in a series of such

presentations.

Historic preservation consultants Larson Fisher Associates of Woodstock, NY,
conducted the research provided documentation of the Shipyard Neighborhood
Historic Properties Survey to the town.
